Twenty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time
Royal Treatment

St. James is exaggerating a little when he describes how
people might greet visitors or new members in the church. Sadly,
prejudice is a sin that is just as prevalent today as it was 2000
years ago. Today we have laws for business and government to
prevent prejudice. But the subtler forms of judging people by
their race, clothing, speech, religion, etc. sometimes hide behind
patriotism, faith, or the desire to protect our families. One reason
for prejudice is ignorance. When you get an e-mail that says “true
Americans” are white, English-speaking Christians, there is prob-
ably some prejudice behind it. The only way to fight ignorance is
with the truth. Jesus himself said the truth will set you free. (Jn
8:32) He told us that God loves all people, even sinners, so what
right do we have to judge someone just because they are differ-
ent? A second reason for prejudice is fear. We are told that certain
neighborhoods are dangerous. Or an older adult sees three teenage
boys walking down the street and because of her fear, she thinks
they could be gang members. But remember how many times
Jesus tells us in the gospels, “Do not be afraid.” If we can learn to
see Christ in all peoples, regardless of their race or lifestyle, we
are beginning to leave prejudice behind. If we teach our children
to respect the poor, the disabled, the homeless, we can help them
to understand what James meant about God choosing the “poor in
the eyes of the world to be rich in faith and to inherit the king-
dom.” (Jas 2:5)

Santiago exagera un poco cuando describe como la gente saluda
a los visitantes o a los nuevos miembros de la iglesia. Lamenta-
blemente, el prejuicio es un pecado prevalente el dia de hoy igual
como lo fue hace 2000 afios. Hoy tenemos leyes para los nego-
cios y el gobierno que previenen el prejuicio, pero las formas
mas sutiles de juzgar a las personas por su raza, vestimenta, ha-
bla, religion, etc. a veces se esconden detras del patriotismo, la fe
o el deseo de proteger a la familia. Una razon para el prejuicio es
la ignorancia. Cuando recibes un correo electronico que dice que
los “verdaderos estadounidenses” son cristianos blancos de habla
inglesa, lo mas seguro es que haya alglin prejuicio detras. La
unica manera de luchar contra la ignorancia es con la verdad.
Jestis mismo dijo que la verdad te hara libre (Jn 8,32). Nos dijo
que Dios ama a todas las personas, incluso a los pecadores, asi
que ;qué derecho tenemos a juzgar a alguien solo porque es dife-
rente? Una segunda razon para el prejuicio es el miedo. Nos di-
cen que ciertos vecindarios son peligrosos. O una persona mayor
ve a tres adolescentes caminando por la calle y, por miedo, pien-
sa que podrian ser pandilleros. Pero recuerden cuantas veces
Jesus nos dice en los evangelios: “No tengan miedo”. Si pode-
mos aprender a ver a Cristo en todas las personas, independiente-
mente de su raza o estilo de vida, estamos empezando a dejar
atras los prejuicios. Si enseflamos a nuestros hijos a respetar a los
pobres, los discapacitados, y la gente sin hogar, podemos ayudar-
los a entender lo que quiso decir Santiago cuando dijo que “ha
elegido Dios a los pobres de este mundo para hacerlos ricos en la
fe y herederos del Reino” (Sant 2,5).
