Laws of Love

When someone mentions laws and/or commandments,
we usually think of them as burdens that we have to bear to be
good citizens or church members. But if you listen carefully to the
first reading from Deuteronomy, you get the sense that the laws
Moses presented to the people of Israel were gift from God,
something to be proud of. Moses gives two reasons for this.Moses
presents the laws as wise and just, so much so that other nations
would praise and envy the Israelites for having such laws. Some
of the nations around at the time had kings who used the law to
keep themselves in power and make them wealthy. The second
reason was that they showed how much God cared for his people,
that he would guide them in their everyday lives and hear their
prayers. Though God is greater than they could comprehend, he is
also nearer than we think. This brings us to Jesus, who shows us
the Father and who made the law both simpler and more challeng-
ing.Jesus simplified the laws by showing us that loving God and
loving our neighbors as ourselves was the basis of all God’s laws.
The challenge is to do more than simply avoid hurting or cheating
others. We are to love one another as Jesus loves us. That means
reaching out to those in need, forgiving our enemies, caring for
the sick or dying. And don’t forget about loving God: How often
do we even think about Him, thank Him for all we have, or take
time to listen to Him? Do we love Jesus so much that we want
other people to know him too? If we are willing to accept the
challenge to love God and neighbor, we will not have to worry
about breaking laws.

Cuando alguien menciona leyes y/o mandamientos, generalmen-
te pensamos en ellos como cargas que debemos soportar para ser
buenos ciudadanos o miembros de la iglesia. Pero si escuchas
atentamente a la primera lectura del Deuteronomio, tendras la
impresion de que las leyes que Moisés presento al pueblo de
Israel fueron un regalo de Dios, algo de lo que estar orgullosos.
Moisés da dos razones para esto. Moisés presenta las leyes como
sabias y justas de tal forma que otras naciones alabarian y envi-
diarian a los israelitas por tenerlas. Algunas de las naciones de la
época tenian reyes que utilizaban la ley para mantenerse en el
poder y hacerse ricos.La segunda razon era que mostraban cuan-
to se preocupaba Dios por su pueblo, que los guiaria en su vida
diaria y escucharia sus oraciones. Aunque Dios es mas grande de
lo que podian comprender, también esta mas cerca de lo que pen-
samos. Esto nos lleva a Jests, quien nos muestra al Padre y quien
hizo la ley al mismo tiempo mas simple y desafiante.Jestis sim-
plificé las leyes mostrandonos que amar a Dios y amar al proji-
mo como a nosotros mismos era la base de todas las leyes de
Dios. El desafio es hacer mas que simplemente evitar herir o
engafiar a los demas. Debemos amarnos unos a otros como Jesus
nos ama. Eso significa tender una mano a los necesitados, perdo-
nar a nuestros enemigos, cuidar de los enfermos o moribundos.
Y no nos olvidemos de amar a Dios: ;Con qué frecuencia pensa-
mos en El, le agradecemos por todo lo que tenemos o nos toma-
mos el tiempo para escucharlo? ; Amamos tanto a Jestis que que-
remos que otras personas también lo conozcan? Si estamos dis-
puestos a aceptar el desafio de amar a Dios y al projimo, no ten-
dremos que preocuparnos por infringir las leyes.
